	Gospel 
	A written account of the life and teaching of Jesus Christ.
	

	Mathew 
	One of Jesus’ apostles (disciples) who is thought to have written the Gospel of Matthew in the New Testament.
	

	Luke 
	A friend of the apostle (disciple) Paul and believed to have written the Gospel of Luke.
	

	Nativity 
	The birth of Jesus Christ.
	

	Herod 
	The king of Judea who (according to the New Testament) tried to kill Jesus by ordering the death of all children under the age of two in Bethlehem. 
	

	Incarnation
	The Christian belief that Jesus Christ is the God of Israel in a human body.
	

	Salvation 
	Being saved from certain death.
